Attendance: Law changes which came into effect from 19th
August 2024 mean that the cost of Penalty Notices has
increased. Penalty charges are now £160 if paid within 28
days, reducing to £80 if paid within 21 days per parent/carer
per child.

The National Framework for Penalty Notices introduces a
new national limit of two penalty notices that can now be issued to a parent for the
same child within a rolling three-year period. If a second Fixed Penalty Notice is issued
to the same parent for the same child, within three years of the first Fixed Penalty

. . » . . e Monday 2nd June | Start of term for pupils
Notice, the second Fixed Penalty Notice is charged at a flat rate of £160 if paid within
28 days.

Once two Fixed Penalty Notices have been issued, if a third unauthorised leave of
absence occurs within a three-year period, the Local Authority is able to move to
prosecution immediately.
